What is English? 

English is the study of language and literature (two separate GCSEs), which we hope will engender a love of reading. 
It will equip pupils with the skills to find their voice and to use it with confidence. English will enable pupils to develop 
a critical understanding of a range of texts as well as to explore and evaluate ideas and traditions.
